Current Status: March 2010

are going to Chatham Township residents.  More than 28 Chatham Township residents have been assigned lots and/or are on the Wait List.   It was a 
Chatham Township resident, Marta McDowell, who spearheaded this Community Garden effort and without her perseverance, the Community Garden  
would not be the reality it is today for Chatham Township residents.
